2. Report on preferred vendor

HL was pleased to report that an agreement has been finally been signed, after a considerable amount of work and time, with a well know American academic book supplier, YBP, following a successful tender process. He advised that books were now starting to arrive from YBP as the preferred vendor. It is anticipated that 15000 volumes will be added to Habshan this academic year with 1000 added to Arzanah.

3. Report from Head Librarian

HL spoke to his report highlighting the successful move of the Library to operation in Habshan building. He also reported that the additional staff numbers have enabled the Library to increase opening hours and improve services.

4. Report of Library client services

HL highlighted the progress made in the Library instruction at all student levels due to the work of the 2 new Information Services Librarians. It is planned to expand our Information Literacy program to all levels of the PI to enable students to be able find and analyse information. 

5. Report of Library resources management.

HL indicated that the delay in the implementation of the preferred vendor had adversely affected the book acquisition rate so far this year. New journals subscriptions were placed to start In January and issues are being received regularly.

6. Library budget

HL spoke to the budget emphasising the increase in the book vote to cater for the purchase of the increased number of books, journals and databases planned for as well as document delivery.

7. Library Objectives 2005/2006

HL commented on the number of objectives had been achieved. A number of objectives not achieved were as a result of inability to recruit staff in a timely manner and delays in the preferred vendor.

8. Library Objectives 2006/2006

HL advised that the major objectives would centre on the purchase of materials for the collection and the development of the Information Literacy program. The difficulty of obtaining local publications including conference papers was noted,
