2. Report on preferred vendor

HL reported that there was a problem in the paying of invoices from YBP and until payment had been received YBP would not ship any more books. The Head Librarian and Financial Controller were working on finding a solution as quickly as possible. As soon as the invoices were paid further orders would be sent to YBP. He would advise Faculty when orders could be placed.
3. Report from Head Librarian

HL advised the committee of the successful opening of the Arzanah Library using temporary furniture. The ordered furniture is expected to arrive before the end of the semester.
4. Report of Library client services

HL highlighted the implementation of the library’s information literacy program and the library’s new intranet page. Statistics for our most popular database EbscoHost showed a pleasing increase in student usage due to the increased training given by the Information services librarians.
5. Report of Library resources management.

HL highlight the fact that over 3,000 items have been received from the preferred vendor with a further 14,000 items in process which will be ordered when the problems with the payment of invoices has been solved. We now have more than 10,000 items, excluding journals, in the catalogue All journal subscriptions for renewals and new titles have been placed and the new titles are starting to arrive
6. Library Objectives 2006/2007
HL updated members on progress of objectives. The problems associated with the payment of YBP invoices were causing delays to the objectives of increasing the number of books in the collection.
7. Information Literacy.


HL outlined the library plans for information literacy particularly the concept for the program to be introduced at the Foundation level for ALL students and to build on this in the core year with further training as required in the Program years. When students come to the PI they do not have the skills necessary to successfully use a library and its resources or the skills to conduct literature searches required to discover information for assignments or research projects. It is hoped that the Information Literacy program will help equip the students for life long learning.
