Core Program 

The HL Welcomed the new committee members and thanked them for agreeing to serve on the committee. He distributed to them copies of the procedure for buying books from YBP. He also advised them that training would be organized.
2. Expensive items: 
The HL advised the committee that these expensive items were suggested by the library or faculty for purchase. Dr McNaught advised that the chemistry titles had been reviewed and suggested some items be deleted. Dr. Beig and Dr. Afshin advised that they would check with their department and advise the library of their decision.  The Chair advised that after discussions with Dr. Radu he approved the purchase of the two expensive reports necessary for his research.

3. Report from Head Librarian:  
The HL highlighted 3 items from his report; 

1. The successful implementation of the preferred vendor. He encouraged members to take the wider view in their selector of material.

2. In staffing, the resignation of Rex Steiner and his contribution to the early development of the library. He advised that the four vacancies had been advertised and shortlists put together for submission to the recruitment committee. 
3. The higher than expected level of involvement of the library in the development of the high school libraries.
4. Report of Library resources management: 
The HL highlighted the outstanding work done by acquisition staff in implementing the preferred vendor and the dramatic increase in the number of books purchased. He also reported that it was planned to request funding to replace the Horizon library system in budget year 2009.
He indicated that after the positive response to the trial of Science Direct it would be purchased, members of the committee expressed appreciation that this was being purchased.
The HL also highlighted some statistics of interest.
5. Report from Library information services:
The HL highlighted:

1. The eventual furniture fit out of Arzanah library. The Chair complimented the library staff on the pleasant appearance of the library.

2. The successful operation of the information literacy program.

3. The setting up of the Gobi alerts for the library committee members.

Various statistics were highlighted. The Chair requested that in future, time line comparisons be provided.

7. Library Objectives 2006-2007:  
The HL highlighted some of the achievements in 2006/2007. The Chair commented on the large number of objectives and suggested that the number be reduced for 2007/2008 and priorities be set. HL advised that the objectives were in priority order.

8 PI Library Committee Terms of Reference:
The HL indicated that it was some time since the terms of reference had been drawn up. In light of changes to the committee it was suggested that the TOR be reviewed. A small working group was set up to examine the terms of reference. The members are the Chair, HL, Dr. McNaught and Dr. Miller.

The chair advised that he would approach the Student Council to provide a student representative for the Library Committee.
