1. Minutes of last Meeting

2. Matters arising

2.1   Library objectives

The HL presented the objectives for this year. Following the suggestion of the Library Committee chair, at the previous meeting, the number of objectives had been reduced in number from previous years. In response to a question from the Chair, the HL indicated that the following were the top 5 objectives for the year:-

Recruit professional staff
Expand Information Literacy program into engineering and graduate programs
Investigate upgrade or replacement of Horizon with the view to requesting funds in 2009 budget

Market library services

Purchase 16000 titles for Habshan and 1500 for Arzanah

It was also important to improve off campus access to library resources.

2.2 Revised Library committee terms of reference

The HL reported on the work of the working group and discussed the revised TOR. The amendments were accepted by the committee. A decision on the presence of a female student on the committee has been referred to the Executive management meeting for a decision. The Chair to advise on male student representative.
3. Report from Head Librarian

The HL spoke to his report highlighting the change in vendor for the supply of the majority of our journals and the subsequent disruption to supply of the journals. 
During discussion the HL was queried on the status of the Science Direct.. The committee members again stressed the importance of having access to this Elsevier collection. The HL reported that he had been in extensive discussions with Elsevier and expected to order the relevant collections in this financial year.
A question was raised in connection with requests for expensive journal titles for research. The HL indicated that at this stage they would be ordered, if approved by the Head of Department, through the library budget process rather than through Research funding.
The HL also raised the matter of the increase in the number of ILL requests as the amount of research work increased. Guidance was sort from the committee on the best method to fund this activity. The committee recommended that the Library increase its budget for ILL to cover this increase rather than seeking funding through Research funds.

4. Report of Library resources management
HL highlighted the success in purchasing Islamic books at the recent  Abu Dhabi Book fair and pointed out that buying Arabic language books at book fairs was the preferred method of acquiring such materials.
Issues continue with our Integrated Library Management System, Horizon, and it is hoped funds will be made available in 2009 to either upgrade or replace the system.

Books have been arriving on a regular basis. Habshan now has over 21000 books and Arzanah close to 1000.

A major disruption has occurred to the supply of our journals due to ADNOC’s choice of an alternative supplier.

5. Report of Library information services.

HL highlighted a new ebook collection, Knovel, which contains over 1000 books some of which are interactive.

The Information Literacy program is now established in some courses. An information literacy program is a requirement of the ministry for accreditation.

A large number of statistical reports were presented for the members information.
