1. Minutes of last Meeting

2. Matters arising

	2.1   Library objectives
The HL informed the committee that the library objectives as discussed at the previous meeting was now going to be reviewed at the professional staff planning meeting in November 2008. 

The HL asked for any comments or questions on the objectives. Following the question from Gary Miller the HL promised to follow up on titles for Arzanah that were suggested by Gary.

Other areas highlighted by the HL included the Budget for 2008 and 2009. Among the highlights were;
Horizon replacement 850,000 AED
Items delayed due to staff recruitment lag
New strategic plans to focus on research direction; collection building and Arzanah collection building and housing of the collection ; among others.

The Student representation on the Library Committee was still unresolved.


3. Report from Head Librarian
The HL spoke to his report highlighting the activities for 2006/2007 and the portion of 2008 July to September 30th covering books and journals. The HL also outlined that our acquisitions budget was currently commitment rather than expenditure based which impacted and hindered our capacity to fully expend the funds. He flagged the need to change this. He also flagged the need to consider a preferred vendor for Journals.

On the staff front; the HL introduced 2 new professional staff; Vanessa Middleton; Deputy head Librarian (not present at the meeting) and Henry Owino, Acquisitions Librarian (who was present at the meeting). Vanessa has taken over the Information Services portfolio from Rex. He also informed the committee of progress to recruit other professional library staff.

The HL also spoke to the budget report highlighting the capital and recurrent outlays for 2008; & 2009; namely
The Integrated Library management System (Horizon replacement); Staff Development, Computing and Office equipment (including leisure reading furniture and maps cabinet); software requirements and books/ journals which account for the bulk of the 13 million AED budget. It was however noted that the budget was lower than in the previous year.


4. Report of Library resources management
HL highlighted the labour intensive nature of the acquisitions process.
A breakdown of the collection was provided including ordering 11,000 bout of which we received 8,000. The collection is now about 30,000 books in Habshan Library, 2000 books in Arzanah and we have 475 Journals. New databases selected for addition included JSOR, Lyle database, Arabic Union Catalogue and World Bank Economic Database. The recent review of journals was mentioned and a review of the databases as well as journals would again be carried out in 2009.

Apart from PI acquisitions work staff have also been involved in acquiring resources for the GSAD library and had so far ordered materials worth US$290,000.



5. Report of Library information services.
HL highlighted an increase in the usage of the library particularly Arzanah. It was mentioned that Arzanah re-design will be added as a strategic objective for the library. At this stage there was a very positive feedback on the popularity of Science Direct Database which to which access was gained since the previous committee meeting.
A question was also asked about the possibility of a consortium in the UAE to increase access to Science Direct offerings? The HL responded to the effect that it may not  be possible as we are part of ADNOC and all the other Universities are parts of other ministries such as Education. 
The Information Literacy program continued to be offered for all programs. 
A large number of statistical reports were presented for the members’ information.

6. AOB

· Tuition for general usage of library systems and resources -  Connie Eide.
· Listing of resource locations – by subject areas e.g. where are the resources in Geosciences located within the library’s classification codes. – Stephen Lokier. 
· Tailored Information literacy tuition – would be useful for various levels of users- Pawel Nawrocki
· The HL requested members to forward to him suggestions on what they feel the library should be focusing on to serve the faculty and students better.
