· A one-page summary sheet of student teaching evaluations and no more than one page of student comments. This page is to be attested by the Department Chair.

· A listing of classes taught during the past three years or since joining the PI.  (The nominee must have been at the PI at least for one full academic year at the time of nomination)
· Specific examples of innovative classroom techniques and classroom materials used by the nominee.

· A one-page statement from the nominee describing the effectiveness and impact of their teaching. The statement should also include the nominee’s department, time at the Petroleum Institute, and rank.
